STEWARDSHIP REFLECTION

“No one who sets a hand to the plow, and looks to
what was left behind is fit for the Kingdom of God.”
Jesus was fond of using agricultural terms and images
when teaching His Apostles and His followers, and this
quote, which comes at the end of our Gospel Reading
from Luke today, is an excellent example of that.

In fact, you almost have to have had experience with
farming and plowing to understand what it means. It is
important for the health and sustenance of crops that
the furrows made by a plow, and in which the seeds
will be planted, are straight. Whether plowing in Jesus’
time either by hand or with a plow pulled by oxen, in
order to plow straight rows, someone had to focus on
where he was going, not on where he had been. It has
not changed with our modern farm equipment today.

In other words, the secret is to look forward, and to
assure that you are going in a straight line. Looking
back invariably made the person plowing lose focus.
That is Jesus’ point to us. As good stewards we must
keep our focus on Him, on following Him, and on being
His disciple. That allows us to move toward our goal of
holiness and of being the kind of disciple He wants us

to be.

Jesus le
gustaba el uso de términos agricolas e imagenes en la
ensefianza de los Apdstoles y de sus seguidores, y esta
cita, que viene al final de nuestra lectura del Evangelio
de Lucas hoy en dia, es un excelente ejemplo de ello.

These crimes
could be drastically lessened if people would simply
remember to lock their vehicles and not leave valuables

in plain sight.

LOCK ALL your doors even if you plan
to be gone for only a brief time.
CLOSE all your windows, no matter
the weather.

Never leave your car running, even
to dash in a store or if you forgot
something at home.

Don't leave valuables in your car.

If you leave valuable items visible

in your car, your car is automatically
a target.

If you must leave valuable items

in your ecar while out and about,
place items out of sight before
reaching your destination. Someone
may be watching you as you hide
your valuables.

Leave no frace. Don't leave any sign
there might be valuables in your car
such as docking stations, cell phone
chargers, connector cables, spare
change, clothing (a car thief might
think there is something valuable in
the pockets), ete.

Never leave keys in the ignition or in
the car. Thieves know the best places
to hide keys.

If you have an after-market stereo with
a face plate, remove it. Without the
face plate, the unit can't be pulled out
and it will be harder to fence.

Park in busy, well-lit and well-fravelled
areas. Thieves don't want any altention
and choose their targets accordingly.

Use your car alarm.

Mark your valuables. Recording serial
numbers will help with an insurance
claim and the investigation if your
items are taken to a pawn shop.
