STEWARDSHIP REFLECTION

We are reminded in today’s readings that we are
human, and that as a result of that we are sinners, and
we inherit that sin from the
very beginning, from Adam.
St. Paul points that out in
our Second Reading from
Romans 2. Were you aware
that in Hebrew the name
Adam means “humanity?”

In today’s Gospel Reading
from Matthew, Jesus also
reminds us of the fact that
we are sinners, but He also
prompts us to remember
that one of the reasons we
sin is because we fear other humans and the
consequences of living out our faith more than we fear
the Lord Himself. Jesus says, “... do not be afraid of
those who kill the body, but cannot kill the soul; rather,
be afraid of the one who can destroy both soul and
body in Gehenna.”

“Gehenna” is translated in some Bible versions as
“Hell.” What the Lord is trying to communicate to us
may be that we probably tend to fear earthly matters
and earthly people more than we fear God. If we are
“killed” by someone or something on earth it is the
body only which dies. However, shrinking back from
God’s call can have eternal consequences.

“Saving grace” and being saved are probably not
thoughts on which we like to dwell, but they are real,
and we need to recognize that. St. Alphonsus Liguori
wrote, “The saved are few, but we must live with the
few if we would be saved with the few. O God, too few
indeed they are; yet amongst those few | wish to be.”

REFLECION DOMINICAL

Se nos recuerda en las lecturas de hoy que somos
humanos, y que como consecuencia de que somos
pecadores, y que
heredamos que el pecado
desde el principio, desde
Adan. St. Paul sefiala que
en la Segunda Lectura de
Romanos 2. ¢Era usted
consciente de que en
hebreo el nombre Adan
significa “humanidad?”

En el Evangelio de lectura
de hoy de Mateo, Jesus
también nos recuerda el
hecho de que somos
pecadores, sino que también nos lleva a recordar que
una de las razones por las que el pecado es porque
tenemos miedo de otros seres humanos y las
consecuencias de vivir nuestra fe mas que nosotros
temer al Sefior mismo. Jesus dice: “... no temdis a los
que matan el cuerpo, pero no pueden matar el

alma; mas bien, tener miedo a aquel que puede
destruir el alma y el cuerpo en el infierno “.

“Gehena” se traduce en algunas versiones de la Biblia
como “Infierno”. Lo que el Sefior esta tratando de
comunicarse con nosotros puede ser que,
probablemente, se tiende a temer lo terrenal y pueblo
terrenal mas tememos a Dios. Si estamos “muertos”
por alguien o algo en la tierra es el cuerpo el que sdlo
se muere. Sin embargo, retrocediendo ante la llamada
de Dios puede tener consecuencias eternas.

“Saving Grace” y ser salvado probablemente no son
pensamientos en los que nos gusta habitar, pero son
reales, y hay que reconocer que. San Alfonso de
Liguori escribid, “los salvados son pocos, pero hay que
vivir con los pocos, si queremos ser salvos con los
pocos. Oh Dios, muy pocos de hecho lo son; sin
embargo, entre esos pocos deseo ser “.
