STEWARDSHIP REFLECTION

Our First Reading from Second Kings, chapter 4,
features Elisha. You may recall that Elisha was plowmg
in a field when the prophet Elijah
called him to follow him.
Something happened at that =
moment and Elisha chose to do it, #
which is what brought him to this
point in his journey (as reported
in today’s Holy Scripture). We
often address the fact that each
of us is called as well. Our calling,
like Elisha’s and like those of =
Christ’s Apostles, is really not that §
much different.

Christ said, “Follow Me,” and the Apostles basically
dropped everything, ceased pursuing what they were
doing — in some cases with good jobs and vocations
— and followed Christ. We are called to follow the
Lord from the moment of our Baptism, but how many
of us actually take that calling seriously?

It is not just a question of hearing the call; the key is
whether we are listening for it? It is there, but we must
be aware of it in order to respond.

Elisha’s call and our calls are signs of God at work. God
has a plan for each of us. We are the means by which
God’s work is continued in our parishes, in our commu-
nities, and in the Church. God’s ministry on earth will
be carried out and accomplished. None of us is the en-
tire ministry; we can all be replaced. However, by the
same token in God’s eyes we are absolutely necessary.
Are we ready to respond? Are we ready to be disciples
of the Lord?

Every Child Needs a Voice

Nearly 5,000 children pass through the San Diego County foster care system each year. These children have been
removed from their homes due to abuse, abandonment, and neglect, and often struggle as they move between
homes and schools without consistent adults in their lives.

For children in foster care, a volunteer Court Appointed Special Advocate (CASA) can be the essential difference in
the trajectory of their lives. CASAs work one-on-one with a child or group of siblings, getting to know them and
what is needed for their best interests to be met. With the support of a CASA, a child in foster care is more likely to
succeed in school, receive vital services, and find a safe, permanent home.

Voices for Children, a nonprofit organization primarily funded by private sources, is the only agency designated by
the San Diego Superior Court to recruit, train, and supervise CASA volunteers for our community. CASAs are
empowered by the Juvenile Court to become experts about their case children. More than mentors, CASAs have
broad access to legal, medical, educational, and other records and professionals. CASAs make recommendations to
the Court to ensure that the judge is informed about their case children’s unique challenges and what they need to
be happy and succeed.

No prior experience is necessary to volunteer as a CASA—Voices for Children provides all the needed training, plus
a dedicated staff supervisor to offer resources and support throughout a volunteer’s service. With just 10-15 hours a

month, a CASA can create a brighter future for a child in foster care.
