Fr. Gerard’s Corner

Most Holy Body and Blood of Christ
(Corpus Christi)

If we’re fortunate, we spend some time each day
eating together with our loved ones. It may be with
just one other person; it might be with a large family.
We may often eat together with coworkers or friends
or even neighbors. But the Eucharist is probably the
one occasion at which we regularly eat with everyone:
family and friends, neighbors and strangers. No matter
how large or how diverse the gathering is, one thing is
true: we never eat alone. We eat as one of many, as the
body of Christ.

We consume the Body of Christ as part of the Body of
Christ. The Body of Christ is both the congregation who
gathers to celebrate the Eucharist, the Church, as well
as the Eucharist itself. As Saint Paul says in the second
reading, the bread we break and the wine we bless are
a participation in the body and blood of Christ.
Nourished by the Body of Christ (the Eucharist), the
Body of Christ (the Church) becomes the Body of Christ
in the world, participating in the mission of Christ
Jesus, witnessing to the gospel in our daily lives.

Today’s passage from Deuteronomy refers to the
water that came forth from the rock, which quenched
the Chosen People’s thirst in the desert. Rabbinic
legend spoke of a miraculous spring that followed the
Israelites, providing its life-giving water through the
forty years they wandered. Earlier in his letter to the
Corinthians, Paul combines these images when he
writes, “they drank from a spiritual rock that followed
them, and the rock was the Christ” (10:4). Jesus is that
continual source of life who is always near, always
available, always nourishing us. Jesus told the crowd
that whoever eats his body and drinks his blood has life
within them and indeed will live forever. With Jesus
within us, we have the source and the destination of
life within us and always will.

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Temporary Accommodations to Mass at St. James-St. Leo

We are committed to providing a safe environment as we return to Mass.
These accommodations are until further notice, and subject to change.
Please note: The first several weeks at 5pm in the church will fill quickly due to sacraments.

The following accommodations will be observed:

High-risk persons should not attend, and anyone with symptoms is not to attend.

Facemasks are required at all Masses, whether indoors or out (over age four).

No-touch temperatures will be taken upon entering.

Hand sanitizer is available at the entrance.

Available seating is clearly designated with appropriate spacing.

Collection boxes are available at the entrance for Sunday envelopes.

All fonts will be empty of water.

Missalettes are removed, but will be given away for personal use while supplies last. You are encouraged to bring your
own.

Bulletins will be available for pickup, but not handed out by ushers.

Restrooms are limited to one person/family at a time.

Drinking fountains and social room are not available.

Vestry is for authorized persons only (clergy, staff, sacristans).

Prayer chapel is for pass-through only before and after Mass.

One person at a time in the sacristy.

One entrance is observed, with all doors open during Mass for airflow. There will be multiple exits.

All locations will be sanitized between Masses.

No physical contact occurs during Sign of Peace or Lord’s Prayer.

Communion is distributed at the end of Mass, after the final blessing, as people are dismissed by row. After receiving, the
person then exits.

There is to be no gathering after Mass.

Communion is host only, in the hand. (Step aside, pull down mask to consume.)

Eucharistic ministers will be scheduled, with fewer needed for each Mass due to fewer people and no Cup. Priests over 65
are asked to not distribute communion.

EM’s will use a mask with sanitized hands. Any contact requires re-sanitation.

Hospitality ushers will be scheduled, with more needed.

Altar servers will not be scheduled during this time.

Each Mass location is limited to 100 persons total, so the following is observed:

Entrance into St. James church or hall for a particular Mass will require a reservation through Signup Genius. Those unable
to get online can call the office.

Those assisting at Mass (presiders, lectors, ushers, sacristans, EM’s) should not sign up, as they are already counted.

We must limit indoor attendance, but people without reservations or who are high risk may attend outdoors with social
distancing, and may then receive communion outdoors after Mass. Weekend Masses at St. James church will be live
streamed and may be watched through personal devices, or with audio from patio.

Mass will be held at both the church and the parish hall to accommodate more people. However, the first several weeks at
spm in the church will fill quickly due to sacraments (RCIA and 1st Communion). Confirmation Mass is still to be

scheduled.

(Corpus Christi)

Qué afortunados somos si todos los dias podemos
comer junto a nuestros seres queridos, ya fuese con
una sola persona o con una familia grande. Puede que a
menudo comamos junto a nuestros compaferos de
trabajos, amigos o aun con vecinos. Pero la Eucaristia
es probablemente la Gnica ocasién en que regularmen-
te comemos con todos: familiares, amigos, vecinos y
extrafios. No importa cudn grande o diversa sea nues-
tra reunion, de algo podemos estar seguros: nunca
comemos solos. Somos uno de muchos en el Cuerpo de
Cristo.

Consumimos el Cuerpo de Cristo como parte del Cuer-
po de Cristo. El Cuerpo de Cristo es la congregacion
que se reline para celebrar la Eucaristia y también lo es
la Eucaristia misma. Tal como dice san Pablo en la se-
gunda lectura, el pan que partimos y el caliz de la ben-
dicidn nos une a todos y formamos un solo cuerpo en
el cuerpo y la sangre de Cristo. Alimentados con el
Cuerpo de Cristo (la Eucaristia), el Cuerpo de Cristo (la
Iglesia) se convierte en el Cuerpo de Cristo en el mun-
do, participando en la misién de Cristo Jesus y dando
testimonio del Evangelio en nuestra vida cotidiana.

El pasaje del Deuteronomio que leemos hoy se refiere
al agua que brotd de una roca y que sacié la sed del
pueblo escogido en el desierto. Las leyendas rabinicas
contaban acerca de un manantial milagroso que seguia
alos israelitas en su caminar y les proporcionaba un
agua vivificante durante todos los cuarenta afios que
anduvieron por el desierto. Previo al pasaje que leemos
hoy de la carta a los corintios, Pablo combina estas
imagenes al escribir que “bebian el agua de unaroca
espiritual que los acompafaban, y esa roca era Cris-
to” (10, 4). Jesus es ese continuo manantial de vida que
siempre esta cerca, siempre dispuesto, siempre
dandonos el sustento. Jesus le dijo a las multitudes que
quienes comieran su carne y bebieran su sangre
tendrian vida en él y vivirian para siempre. En Jesds y
con Jesus tenemos el origen y el destino de nuestra
vida. Y asi serd siempre.
