Fr. Gerard’s Corner

“The enemy of my enemy is my friend,” goes the well-known saying. The Jewish people would
certainly agree in the case of Cyrus the Great. When the Babylonians conquered Judah,
Nebuchadnezzar destroyed the temple and drove the Jewish people into exile. When the Persian
army defeated the Babylonian army in 539 BC, Cyrus was seen as a savior. Cyrus was able to build an
empire because he respected the traditions and customs of the defeated peoples, including their
religious practices. Therefore, he allowed the Jewish people to return to Jerusalem and worship
freely. The freedom Cyrus allowed his subjects became a model for leaders and governments for millennia. The
Jewish people at that time did not have the power to defeat their oppressors, so they needed the strength of their
enemy’s enemy. Believing God to be behind all things, they concluded that Cyril’s power—and benevolence—must
come from God.

Scripture scholars tell us that Paul’s First Letter to the Thessalonians was probably written earlier than any other
book of the New Testament, just twenty years after Jesus’ death and resurrection. Today we hear its initial verses.
In the very first verse Paul refers to that community as a church. It is a forerunner of what has become the Church,
a Christian community of thousands of dioceses, hundreds of thousands of parishes, and over a billion people.

“Repay to Caesar what belongs to Caesar and to God what belongs to God,” was a wise response by Jesus to the
Pharisees who sought to entrap him (Matthew 22:21). It also provides a wise perspective to us today. What belongs
to our Caesars? For that matter, what belongs to us? We are all just temporary caretakers of all that we have. In the
entire history of humankind, we occupy a relatively infinitesimal amount of time and space. All that we own, all that
we earn, all that we have, is just rented to us. We surrender it all when we die. So what belongs to God? All comes
from God and all goes to God, so ultimately all things belong to God.

“El enemigo de mi enemigo es mi amigo”, es un dicho que anda por ahi. El pueblo judio estaria bien de
acuerdo con eso en el caso del rey Ciro. Cuando los babilonios conquistaron a Judd, Nabucodonosor destruyé
el templo y llevéd al pueblo judio hacia el exilio. Cuando el ejército persa vencid al ejército babilénico en 539
BC, Ciro fue considerado un salvador. Ciro pudo construir un imperio porque respetd las tradiciones y
costumbres del pueblo conquistado, incluso sus practicas religiosas. Consecuentemente, le permitié a los
judios ir libremente a rendir culto a Dios en Jerusalén. Esa libertad que Ciro le permitié a sus subditos se
convirtié en el modelo para lideres y gobiernos durante milenios. El pueblo judio no tenia en ese tiempo el poder para vencer a
sus opresores y por eso necesitaba las fuerzas del enemigo de su enemigo. Crefan firmemente que Dios estaba detrds de todas
las cosas y por eso concluyeron que el poder y la benevolencia de Ciro debian venir de Dios.

Los eruditos biblicos nos dicen que la primera carta de san Pablo a los tesalonicenses fue probablemente escrita antes que
ningun otro libro del Nuevo Testamento, sdlo a unos veinte afios después de la muerte y resurreccién de Jesus. Hoy
escuchamos los primeros versiculos de esa carta. En el primer versiculo san Pablo se refiere a la “comunidad”, que serd un
vocablo precursor de lo que se llegaria a llamar “Iglesia”, una comunidad cristiana de millares de didcesis, cientos de miles de
parroquias y mds de un billén de personas.

“Den, pues, al César lo que es del César, y a Dios lo que es de Dios”, fue la respuesta sabia de Jesus a los fariseos que querian
hacer caer a Jesus (Mateo 22, 21). También nos ofrece una sabia perspectiva a nosotros hoy. ;Qué pertenece a nuestros
césares? Y si vamos al caso, ;qué nos pertenece a nosotros? Somos solamente guardianes transitorios de todo lo que tenemos.
En toda la historia de la humanidad nosotros ocupamos un tiempo y espacio relativamente infinitesimales o microscépicos.
Todos lo que poseemos, todo lo que ganamos sélo lo tenemos alquilado. Y todo lo entregamos al morir. Entonces pues, ;qué
pertenece a Dios? Todo viene de Dios y todo regresa a Dios; por tanto, todas las cosas pertenecen definitivamente a Dios.
